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Regulations on ‘BEREGINYA-2017. Moving Forward Together!’ 
International Amateur Film Festival
BEREGINYA Pomor Cultural Fund is pleased to announce the 6th International Amateur Film Festival “Bereginya” (herinafter, ‘the Festival’).
Motivated by slogan “Moving Forward Together!”, Bereginya 2017 is directed by Vladimir Loiter, Honored Worker of RF Culture, Chair of the Russian Union of Journalists’ Arkhangelsk Office, and director of PomorFilm studio.

The Festival targets to
1. promote amateur films among general public as a form of leisure, learning about cultures, and fostering self-development and creativity;
2. support gifted, promising film makers and their products;

3. foster cross-national relations and higher tolerance; 
4. raise mindful audience, instilling in younger generations the taste for quality documentary and live-action films,  


and aims at
1. creating an environment to empower younger competitors to create more;
2. demonstrating ways of getting the message of interethnic challenges across, and how visual images could be used to bring people together and make them more insightful; 
3. introducing Arkhangelsk audiences to diverse film categories to expand their perception of film art and foster cultural dialogue.


General

We invite
- amateur film studios; schools’ film crews; film/video/TV clubs; film-making partnerships; and individual authors and crews who are advocates of the Festival’s message. Each of the films an feature only in one nomination.
Please be attentive filling out our online application, available at:   http://fbereginya.com/, and make sure you are able to meet these Regulations, as this will be crucial for the selection process. 

Timeline 
The Festival is four-stage. 
Stage 1 is applications viewing and lasts from September 10 to October 10.
Stage 2 is pre-selection jury sessions and lasts from October 10 to November 10.
Stage 3 is film jury sessions and lasts from November 10 December 1.
Stage 4 is festival running and award ceremony, and last from December 7 to 9.
Participation terms and conditions
The working language is Russian. Films in languages other than Russian should be subtitled or run with off-screen translation. 
The release time for films should be not earlier than 2016. All films must meet all the criteria set out in the Festival Regulations (targets and goals; running time; consistency with nomination). Otherwise the pre-selection may reject films failing to meet the prescribed criteria. 

Not eligible are films showing pornography or unauthorizedly advertising (overtly or covertly) of firms, products or services, or promoting violence, narcotic substances, racial hatred, humiliation, or disrespecting religious affiliations or national belongings, or containing bad language. 
The formats for documentaries and live-action films are DVD-Video, MPG, AVI. 
Each film will have captions indicating the film’s name, authorships, and the word ‘End’. The use of captions with details other than the aforementioned are optional.

The final program of the competition will build on the films/programs preselected by the organizing committee and the jury panel. The organizing committee reserves the right to keep the any of the films it may receive.


Process and award ceremony
The decision as to putting a film on the competitors list will be taken by the pre-selection jury. This list is due before November 1, 2017. 

All pre-selected film crews or individual authors will be duly informed by the Festival’s organizing committee of having been selected for Stage 4. 

All Bereginya 2017’s competitors will be automatically listed as participants of ARCTIC OPEN, the 1st International Film Festival to be hosted by Arkhangelsk December 7 to 9, 2017.  

The results will be announced on December 9 in Arkhangelsk – at the ARCTIC OPEN closing ceremony, where Bereginya winners will receive diplomas and awards, and the Best Amateur Film nominee will receive the main award. 
It is obligatory that all nominees are present at the ceremony. 

Festival nominations
Bereginya 2017 features documentaries and live-action films with running time 30 minutes maximum, in one of the following nominations:
1. Soul of the Nation

2. Ecology of Friendship
3. Arctic Open

Evaluation criteria capture skills in
1. unfolding the storyline;
2. unfolding the plot and director’s philosophy;
3. editing;
4. sound design;
5. camerawork; 

and also
6. emotional appeal; and
7. novelty of approach to story presentation

Special prizes may be established for
1. Best film script 
2. Best direction 
3. Best camerawork
4. Most successful debut
Special prizes may be established from sponsors and media partners.
This list of special prizes is not final.

Festival program
Amateur Film Festival BEREGINYA 2017 is a full-fledged member of the 1st International Arctic Countries’ Film Festival ARCTIC OPEN.

Application
It is an obligatory term that applicants fill out the application online. Such online application should be filled out separately for each of the films you may submit. 
Copyright
Festival competitor status automatically suggests authors’ agreement to having their films run, non-commercially, at venues in Arkhangelsk and Severodvinsk during December 7 to 9 only.  
The snapshots/film frames of the competing films may be posted, without authors’ preliminary approval, online on our web-page or be featured in media releases as means to promote the Festival among audiences. 
All further runs of the films at venues other than the Festival’s will be negotiated by the parties individually. 
All competing films are copyright-covered in the sense of the current legislation.

Should a claim or complaint be made by any author, third party or organization with respect to copyright violation and/or rejection of the film by reason of failure to meet these Regulations, the film in question will be delisted and all responsibility pertaining to the claim made will be borne by the party that has submitted the film in dispute. 

The Festival organizers guarantee that they will not use or submit any of the films they may be in receipt of, to any third party for commercial use. 
Competitor status and costs

The competitor status grants applicants permanent access to all events and activities of the ARCTIC OPEN, as well as to program and promo materials bearing the Bereginya’s logo.
All and any expenses relating to organization and hosting of the Festival, as well as the award ceremony will be borne by the organizers and the Festival procurement sponsors.

Competitors’ travel expenses will be borne by their home organizations or using own funds. The organizers undertake to cover, fully or partially, the shortlisted applicants’ accommodation and catering expenses.
